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Between Language Policies and Pedagogical Practices: Eight
ECML Projects

This research is part of a broader reflection on educational discourse surrounding plurilingualism and is
based on the analysis of eight projects conducted by the European Centre for Modern Languages
(ECML) between 2020 and 2023. By combining a quantitative approach with discourse analysis, the
study seeks to explore the use of recurring concepts such as pluralistic approaches, plurilingualism,
linguistic diversity, and plurilingual education. While these terms appear across all the projects, their
interpretation varies significantly from one context to another, depending on pedagogical aims, target
audiences, and methodological orientations. The comparative analysis thus makes it possible to identify
coherent trends and highlight semantic discrepancies that deserve attention in a training context. This
work aims to provide practitioners, researchers, and trainers with valuable terminological and conceptual

clarifications for a better understanding of the ongoing dynamics within these projects.
